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City Budget Increase on Citizens Mind  

By the time you read this, if you are a citizen of Horace you should all have received a letter 
from the county stating the preliminary tax levy for the city is proposed to increase 90.02% 
(an increase of 32.27 mills). Mayor Peterson told us ñNobody likes having their taxes raised, 
including me, but times are changing for the city, and this budget reflects our changing needs 
as a city.ò 

Mayor Peterson added, ñThe city council spent the past year evaluating the needs and re-
sources of the city. A list was identified and reviewed by the city council ongoing throughout 
the year. The list was refined down to include just the absolute needs of the city and the final 
list was reviewed several times before it was determined these needs could not be removed or 
pushed to another budget cycle.ò

A public meeting will be held on September 11 at 7:00pm at City Hall to consider increasing 

the 2017 City of Horace property tax levy and city budget.

Information presented will provide background on how the council arrived 

at the proposed mill increase and the citizens of Horace will have the opportunity to provide 

input and suggestions.
